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RAINBOW SUGGESTED REGISTRATION PROCESS 
 
PLEASE READ THIS INFORMATION CAREFULLY: 
 
Rainbow has always been and will continue to be an intense experience, filled 
with many activities and much excitement.  With that in mind, it is important that 
you bring young people (only 9th through 12th grade) who will discover this 
kind of event to be fulfilling.  The CYO Rainbow Questionnaire is designed to 
help young people explore their own reasons for attending the conference and 
begin to define their expectations. 
 
SUGGESTED PROCESS: 
 
1. After receiving the questionnaire, alert the teens of your parish or school 

to determine who is interested in attending Rainbow.  Please remember 
this is a Conference designed for only 9th through 12th grade 
students. 

 
2. Pass out the questionnaire to all those interested.  Give them at least a 

week to fill out the questionnaire on their own. 
 
3. Collect the completed questionnaires from your young people and review 

them.  This is the most important step in this process because it gives 
you, the Youth Minister, the opportunity to discern which of your young 
people are ready for an experience as intense as Rainbow.   

 
4. By the first week of October, you should have a good idea of how many 

youth you are planning to take to the Conference.  Distribute to those 
youth the necessary paperwork and information they will need and make 
it very clear to them the parish deadline date.  (When setting the parish 
deadline date, give yourself at least a week to get the paperwork together 
and to request the check.)   

 
5. After you have a general idea of how many young people you will be 

bringing, begin to look for adult chaperones.  Refer to the “Guidelines for 
Selecting Adult Chaperons” for more information. 

 
6. Final registration deadline is December 15. 
 
 
 
NOTE:  CYO does not need the questionnaires back.  It is a resource for the 
Coordinator of Youth Ministry and Adult Volunteers to use when evaluating the 
young people.
